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PRAISE THE LORD, ALL YOU PEOPLE, FOR HE IS GOOD, FOR HIS MERCY ENDURES FOREVER!!!

Greetings to all the Companions of “The Ark Community”.
In our last communication with you, we reminded you of Solomon and the unity of all the Priests and Levites that ministered in the newly built Temple of God, now in Jerusalem. Because of their total unison, GOD showed up with His tangible and visible presence, as a cloud.
Years later, after Jesus rose to be with the Father, the disciples were together in the upper room (usually built above someone’s house, on the roof top, for the purpose of prayer and fellowship with God – these upper rooms were often reffered to as the “prophets chambers” – 2 Kings 4:4 and Acts 10:9) and they continued with one accord in prayer and supplication (Acts 1:14 KJV) and were 120 in number. When the day of Pentecost was fully come, they were all in one accord and in one place (Acts 2:1-4). And suddenly there came a sound from heaven as of a rushing mighty wind and it filled all the house where they were sitting. [We just want to call your attention that Pentecost came to 120 men and women of God that were in one accord and in one place. Because of the obedience and faithfulness of merely 120 people, this day of Pentecost affected the WHOLE WORLD’S HISTORY]. 
From these two passages of the Bible (2 Chr. 5 and Acts 2) we see the great importance that GOD places on the unity (in obedience) of His people.

In His last few hours before the betraial, as Jesus spoke to His disciples, He lifted up His eyes to Heaven and asked the Father to “make them one”. It was almost as if He sensed that, if there was only one thing that GOD may be able to do with this perverse generation, that He make us one united body. This was to be His prayer (Jn 17:1-26) in which Jesus asked the Father 5 times over, to make us one, to unite us, so that the world may know that the Father sent Jesus and has loved us as He loved Jesus. (v.23)
Jesus cannot return to a divided bride but to a spotless one. No groom in his right mind would take a bride full of contention, strife and without any wisdom.

The sooner we unite, the quicker we can wrap up this age of wars, conflict and starvation, and be with Him for Eternity, in His loving presence and comforting arms.

Let us together embrace those who are actively uniting the Body of Christ with our prayers, actions and finances.
