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Food For Thought # 40: “Presented Perfect”  
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           “Venetian Canals”, by tony palmer.

When I looked at the picture I took of the Venetian Canals, it made me reflect on the balance and perfection of light and scenery. It made me remember the scripture in Colossians (above) that Jesus Christ Himself presents us to the Father in a PERFECT state of salvation. This may not seem so “deep” for those of us who live the “Born-Again” experience, but even we fall or rather “slide back” from time-to-time into the die-hard habit of saving ourselves. The word “PERFECT” is misleading though, as it does not mean perfect but actually “lacking nothing”. And “Lacking nothing” means COMPLETE… and this is what Christ does for us… He makes us COMPLETE. We have all we need in Jesus, all that is needed for complete and absolute salvation… we can add nothing to but our “Thanks”. 

I always get a kick out of Romans 4:4 “Now to him who works, the wages are not counted as grace but as debt.” We are supposed to get paid for our work, but when it comes to “earning salvation”, the Apostle Paul tells us that “Working for salvation” earns us a DEBT…! In other words, when we try to earn God’s favor and salvation we need to REPENT and ask forgiveness, because our “Works” are an offence to His CROSS… in Christ we are complete… anything more is an offence…! When Jesus was on the cross “working for us”, He finished His shift when He cried out “Tetelestai” … in simple English… “It is finished” or a better translation… “Paid in full”… in other words… COMPLETE and NOTHING LACKING… or in God’s Language… “PERFECT”. 
The human mind suffers with this concept of “Free Salvation”, this in itself is the proof that the Gospel of Christ was not a human invention, we would have made it more complicated and not based it on Grace, a concept that we struggle so much to define and describe and find it even harder to LIVE. So Companions, as we journey through Lent on our way “to the Cross”, preparing our hearts for Easter, let us remember the WORK done on our behalf… and remember “Tetelestai”… “It IS finished”.
