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Living with God is a wonderful adventure, full of surprises, opportunities, it’s really exciting and joyful walking with Him. But what excites me the most, what fills my heart with joy is when I feel myself used by my Father. It’s really amazing being an instrument in His hands. It’s fantastic to see how He uses us for His plans, we really become the “Carpenter’s tools”. I’m so thankful to God for turning to me, for asking me to do something for Him. It’s at that exact moment that my life makes sense, it’s when I serve my God that I really live. 

A couple of weeks ago my husband and I have had an extraordinary experience; God used us in giving hospitality to an Australian missionary, Samuel, who is walking “literally waking” around the world praying for the unity among Christians. For us it has been a true blessing welcoming Sam into our home, sharing his experience and praying together. It’s beautiful to know that there are such genuine Christians all over the world, who live their lives listening and answering God’s voice. This is Sam’s story, a man like many others, with  strong faith in God but with a pain in his heart: “the division among the Christians, the broken body of Christ”. We strongly believe and pray for the unity among  Christians, but seeing a guy who has left his home, the people he loves, to face a journey so long, with certain dangers and many obstacles, moved by his deep faith and hope that one day the Body of Christ will be ONE. It has been amazing for us; words can’t describe what this experience has meant for us. I quote Sam’s words taken from his website: “I was to pray for the unity of the body of Christ; for the unity of Christians. And it wasn’t to be a prayer only for that day or that week but until either it happens or until I die”. 

During the days that Sam was in our home, we felt the presence of God very strongly; God is with this young man and whoever receives him, receives our Lord and Saviour, Jesus Christ.

God uses us in many ways, and it doesn’t matter how difficult it seems to be, the important thing is to listen and answer to His voice, it doesn’t matter if we don’t recognize it immediately, what really matters is to answer, to say “Yes, Father, You can count on me”. That's how we can serve God the best. I'm so thankful to be His child, and all that I want to do is to serve my Father the best I can. Let’s do it together, together, let’s walk into eternity!
