I can’t say “Father”, if I don’t behave like a Son 
or a Daughter.

I can’t say “Who art in heaven”, if I care only for “Earthly” things.

I can’t say “hallowed be Thy Name”, if I don’t honour and love You.

I can’t say “Thy kingdom come”, if I remain interested in my own profit only.
I can’t say “Thy will be done”, if I don’t accept Your will, when it doesn’t fit with mine.
I can’t say “give us this day our daily bread”, if I don’t care for the one who is hungry.
I can’t say “forgive us our trespasses”, if I still harbour unforgiveness.
I can’t say “lead us not into temptation”, if I intend to go on sinning.
I can’t say “deliver us from evil”, if I won’t fight for what is good.
I can’t say “Amen”, (so be it), if I don’t take the words of our “Father” seriously.
