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Recently I had a dream that I’d like to share with the Christian brothers & Sisters who believe in the vital importance of ecumenism (Christian Unity), so that it may be a starting point to reflect and meditate. 

This is the dream ….. Some of our Community Companions and I were in a television studio and took part as guests in a “Talk Show”. The topic of the day was the Ark Community and during the interview the host asked us the following question: “Why did you leave your spiritual house?”. 

I think that the question sarcastically referred to the fact that various companions, becoming members of our community, had in a way to boldly “cross” the boundaries, often well-defined, of their own original denominational churches in order to meet and dialogue with the “different” brothers & sisters who they did not know.
I answered: “Firstly, we left our spiritual houses because they became small and too tight for us and secondly, we had to ‘step-out’ in order to ‘enter in’ the newer and bigger house which was offered to us”. 

My interpretation of the meaning of “new bigger house” leads me to think that it is actually the renewed Universal Church, the reinvigorated body of Christ, a house in which every single genuine christian denomination is a room and each one has its own function and meets the needs of each and every one of us. The living room needs the kitchen as the bedroom needs the bathroom, if they are set apart they are unfortunately useless, but when they are connected to one another and kept together, supported and protected from the bad weather by the roof, then they become a solid and comfortable structure. Actually I think it is a good metaphorical representation of how unity is accomplished through “diversity” rather than “homogeneity”. What’s the use of a building a house with only and lots of living rooms?  The roof which keeps together and takes care of each room-church is our Lord Jesus. As Jesus Himself has different expressions (sacramental-liturgical, evangelical, charismatic, contemplative, holiness and social justice) which combine to form His personality, in the same way the different denominations with their individual characteristics can contribute to the Body of Christ to form a complete Universal Church, a Church that speaks with one voice so that the world may believe (John 17:20-23).
