Thanks for your recent email, requesting some of the latest highlights.

What I have done here is simply give you some info and I would like you to choose and put something together as you feel relevant… if anything at all. I have looked at your newspaper over the years and it is difficult for me to understand what your readership are looking for.

Are they interested in what other ministries are doing? Are they seeking some sort of teaching or message? Both or neither? I have not received any positive feedback ever from any article written for the Vessel, whether it was a “message” or “news reporting”. The only feedback I did get was very negative and made me feel we were knocking on the wrong door. 

My greatest concern is that we are hitting people with info they don’t want. I do not want to be a pain to your readership.

What I am called to was not my own doing…! I never called myself to RECONCILIATION. I could have thought of a much more fun Ministry than this…! What I am involved with is neither theological nor logical, but it is HISTORICAL, and the whole Earth and Body of Christ will profit from the UNITY of the Christian Church… It is promised that Jesus will come back…! Does that interest anyone out there?
Remember John 17:20-21  “I do not pray for these alone, but also for those who will believe in Me through their word; 21“that they all may be one, as You, Father, are in Me, and I in You; that they also may be one in Us, that the world may believe that You sent Me.”
Some might read this and say… “It doesn’t say Jesus is coming back when we all UNITE?” Agreed, but it does say that we need to be ONE so that those we witness to will believe our testimony. And when the masses begin believing our testimonies and witnessing, even the Jewish people will begin to turn to Christ (which they have already began in greater numbers every year), something very special has been promised to us…
Romans 11:15   … “For if their being cast away is the reconciling of the world, what will their acceptance be but life from the dead?
Here Apostle Paul is talking about how we Gentiles were blessed when Israel rejected their Messiah. Their rejection of Jesus turned God’s attention to the Gentile world… We got offered Jesus “after” Israel’s rejection of Him. God gave Israel the “right of first refusal” and we (Gentiles) got blessed by it.

But Paul continues…. If their rejection led to our salvation… imagine what will happen when they accept Him…? Paul calls it “Life from the Dead”. Most biblical scholars call it … THE SECOND COMING…!  The Resurrection of the Saints…!
 “For if their being cast away is the reconciling of the world, what will their acceptance be but life from the dead?
It’s true that God uses signs and wonders to confound the wise and convert the unsaved… But this is not a solid scriptural foundation for evangelization. Signs and Wonders should and do follow those who believe, but these POWER GIFTS demonstrate the Kingdom of God has arrived and that God’s “will” is on Earth as it is in Heaven, even though this may not be fully revealed… yet! … we still see in part…!
But our UNITY is the BIBLICAL foundation for making unsaved people believe that God sent Jesus to Earth to save them.

Therefore any evangelistically spirited believer in Jesus Christ, “THE” Savior of the entire World and of all Creation, needs to evangelize from the position of UNITY. This alone should stop Evangelists speaking out and publicly criticizing the local Pastor. This alone should make us all reconsider patching up some of our broken relationships …wherever it is possible…! 

Unconditional love doesn’t stop at many walls. It’s not the love than runs out, it’s we who stop running. (Yes I’m preaching to myself…!)
Some of you may know that I used to be the Director of Kenneth Copeland Ministries in South Africa. Kenneth and me have maintained a good friendship over the years and he has made some wonderful acts of reconciliation. Here below we introduced Kenneth Copeland and the International President of the Charismatic Catholic Fraternity, Matteo Calisi.

Here I am in Argentina (extreme right) in a meeting with Cardinal Giorgio Bergoglio (extreme left), who made it very clear to us during the meeting that we were not to refer to him by “Eminence” or “Excellency” as these titles are not found in the Bible and that simply “Brother” would be better. Cardinal Bergoglio was very excited to see that Non-Denominational and Anglican Evangelicals were looking to reconcile and MINISTER together. The day after this meeting we all celebrated in his Cathedral together, with further plans for Ministry for  2007.  
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(Below) This is an interesting one…! This photo is the First ever Retreat for Catholic Charismatic Bishops in Brazil, November 2006. And here we are together with them.  The Senior Bishop personally invited us (Non-Romans), to join them and openly share with them our experience as Spirit filled Ministers. It was an amazing life experience to actually listen and see with my own eyes how our awesome God is at work all over the World in EVERY Church.

Addressing us is the President of the Pontifical Council for the Laity from the Vatican, S.E. Rev. ma Mon. Stanislaw Rylko (Archbishop), a wonderful Spirit-filled brother in the Lord. In this photo he is actually reading us his notes he gives to his Priests on his own teaching on the Baptism in the H/S. He actually got quite expressive when trying to explain how he just gets lost in his heavenly language when his “mother-tongue fails to express what he feels about Jesus. It was a moving experience and something that humbles me… many times we think we’ve seen it all… I think we may have lost more than we’ve retained…?
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Wow…! Look at this Church… NO… it’s NOT a Stadium… it’s a Church that seats 60 000 people, which gets full on Sundays. And guess what…? It’s not a Protestant Church… nope, it’s a Catholic Charismatic Church in San Paolo, Brazil.
I ministered here on November the 5th, 2006. What a Christmas present I got from Jesus…! Yet another profoundly humbling experience. And after the message, we had Communion. Feel free to check these Ministries out: www.cancaonova.com
It was in this Church and in front of this Congregation together with another 236 000 people watching live, including the Vatican City, that we washed the Catholic Bishop’s feet in service and brotherly love. In reciprocating love, the Bishops got on their knees and then washed and kissed our feet, asking us to forgive them of the past, and let’s work together for a new Church and united future… for the WORLD’s sake…!

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Here below, we were interviewed on TV on two occasions. It was very intimidating for me. But the Lord showed through with a boldness and clarity like never before experienced. Once again, I got humbled by the power of God. Thank the Lord for gracious TV Presenters.
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This was probably my best experience… ministering at a Substance Abuse Rehabilitation Centre in Brazil… somewhere in the jungle…! Wow did we have a Holy Ghost time here… ups! Yes, they are all Catholic People again… but some things in Life make you forget these “trade marks” … Jesus is very central when the Holy Ghost is all over you… Agree?

This was a good time for me, as I got the opportunity to dig into my own personal demons of the past, to show what God can do… some of my personal friends know what I’m talking about. 
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This year, 2007 already got off to a flying start, with attending the KCM Minister’s Convention and all kinds of other things, but we’ll leave that news to the next time… I’ve taken up enough of your precious time.
Let me leave you with this last thought…. The Joint Declaration on the Doctrine of Justification was signed by both the Lutheran and Catholic Churches on October 31, 1999, bring an end to the “Protest” which gave “birth to” and “fed” the Protestant movement worldwide.

Here is a quote from one of the Signing Bishops, Christian Krause: 

 "We are witnessing a significant day in the history of our churches. For the first time in centuries, here in Augsburg, we are again setting foot on common ground. Antagonism and frequently even enmity between our churches have been the source of conflicts, distress and suffering for many people, in many countries on this earth. May God give us new strength for reconciliation and the courage to seek peace."
